 What is CERT? 
 
CERT is a training program that prepares you to help 
yourself, your family and your  
neighbors in the event of a disaster. 
 
A Community Emergency Response Team is a team of 
individuals who receive     
specialized training that enhances their  
ability to recognize, prepare for, respond to and recov-
er from a major emergency or  
disaster. 
 
During an incident, emergency service  
personnel might not be able to reach  
everyone right away. By getting trained in CERT, you 
will have the skills to help  
emergency responders save lives and  
protect property. 

 
In 95 percent of all emergencies, a     

victim or bystander provides the first   
immediate assistance on the scene. 

Would you know what to do?! 

 What do CERT Teams do in an emergency? 
 

The CERT volunteers will provide vital  
services during a disaster or emergency.  
The role of a CERT volunteer is to help  

others until trained emergency personnel arrive. 
Their job is to help each other, their community, 

and to support the first-line  
responders in an emergency situation.  

Nassau County CERT will provide  
immediate assistance to our local  

community through a coordinated and 
collaborative effort. 

How does CERT help the community? 
 

When an emergency or disaster happens, CERT 
members can give critical support to first-line     

responders and provide immediate assistance to 
their community.  

 
The CERT program builds strong working  

relationships between emergency responders and 
the people they serve.  

CERT members may also help with non-emergency 
preparedness projects that help improve the overall 
safety and quality of living within their community. 

  
CERT teams can assist their community year-round 

by helping with community emergency plans, 
neighborhood exercises, preparedness outreach, 

fire safety education and workplace safety.

 How to identify and anticipate hazards 

 Fire Safety 

 How to extinguish small fires 

 How to conduct light Search & Rescue 

 Basic Sheltering techniques 

 Basic Triage and First Aid application
